

Steps of Installing the Export Tool in a Windows Server


1. Download the zip from the attachment.
2. Unzip the folder.
3. Place this Export Tool folder in a location from where you want to execute it, in this example, we have run this tool from a Windows server.
4. You can go through the readme.txt for installation instructions, I am narrating it for Windows OS.  Go to the windows folder and double-click on the Export icon.
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5. During installation determine the installation path, the default is inside the windows folder of the ExportTool folder, inside the windows folder another folder will be created with the name export.
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6. Get into this export folder and there you will see many other folders as shown below.
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7. Now open the command.txt file, that is the actual file where you need to put information.
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8. Please go through the sample_command.txt file provided with this attachment to know how to modify it. This is just for sample so that you can modify the actual command.txt file as shown above.

9. To run this export tool go to the Export tool folder.
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10. If you are executing this Export tool from the Windows OS then run runWindows, if from the Unix system then use the runUnix batch file in following way followed by the Enter key.
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
